Aceasta si-
tuatie este caracteristica si pietei de produse alimentare,
cu toate ca Moldova este o tara eminamente agrara. in
anul 2008, volumul de import al productiei de acest gen
s-a majorat cu 35,5% fata de anul precedent, atingand
cifra de 631,4 milioane dolari SUA. Volumul de export
al productiei alimentare, in perioada analizata, de ase-
menea, a crescut, insa, doar cu 17,2% si a alcatuit 595,0
milioane dolari SUA. Astfel, rata de acoperire, in 2008,
la productia alimentard, a constituit 94,2%, degi, in anii
precedenti, exportul depasea importul. De exemplu, in
2007, acest indice a alcatuit 109% (tabelul 1).
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THE DISPARITY ON DOMESTIC
AND EXTERNAL MARKET
OF FOODSTUFF PRODUCTS

This article is devoted to analyzing the deviation on internal
and external market of domestic food products and its conse-
quences. Results of investigation show that recession in Moldova
is the outcome not just of financial crises, but it is the result
of reduction in domestic product competitiveness. In addition,
causes of decrease in competitiveness are: negative influence of
tax legislation and current customs regulation over national
producers; high price of energy resources; low efficiency of meas-
ures in supporting domestic producers. At the end of this article
the author has elaborated measures for recovery situation.

The volume of domestic product in real terms on
the internal market is reducing from year in year. This
situation is characteristic of food market too. Nev-
ertheless Moldova is a mostly agrarian country. In
2008 imports of this kind of goods increased by 35,5
percent in comparison to previous year and reached
631,4 million US dollars. The exports of food prod-
ucts grew too, in the researched period, but just by
17,2% and registered a value of 595,0 min. US dollars.
Thus export-import ratio of food products hit 94,2%
in 2008, in spite of exports out-passing by imports in
previous years. For example, this index was 109% in
2007 (table 1).

ucts of floriculture - 74,3%; products from cereal,
flour, starch, pastry products - 64,5%; alcoholic
drinks, non-alcoholic drinks and vinegar (58%);
products from vegetables, fruit and other parts of
plant (44,5%); cereals (43,7%); vegetables, plants,
roots and alimentary tubercles — 43%. All these
products could be produced in the Republic of

ous years.

Analysis of export-import ratio evolution of food
products shows that Republic of Moldova is losing its
position on external market like exporter of this kind
of products. In 2008 imports prevailed exports, how-
ever in 2007 exports prevailed imports and export-
import ratio consisted 116% (table 2), but in 2004 this
index topped 328,6%.

Aparitia deficitului balantei comerciale la productia
alimentara constituie rezultatul mai multor factori. in
primul rand, este consecinta faptului cd productia au-
tohtona a produselor alimentare acopera numai 64%
din consumul pe piata interna a acestui gen de produc-
tie, in pofida faptului ca R. Moldova este o tara agrara.

O alta cauza consta in decalajul esential la grupele
a doua (carne si organe comestibile) si a saispreze-
cea (preparate din carne, din peste sau din crustacee,
moluste sau alte nevertebrate acvatice) de marfuri,
conform Sistemului Armonizat. Gradul de acoperire
a importului prin exportul carnii, in 2008, a alcatuit
3,86%, in timp ce, in 2007, a fost de 30,11%. Acest de-
calaj a fost cauzat de cresterea importului de 2,3 ori si
scdaderea exportului de 3,4 ori.

Preponderent, s-a importat carne de pasare, de-
oarece este mai ieftind. Acest produs este livrat de
Belgia, Olanda, Germania. La majorarea volumului
importului produsului dat a contribuit semnificativ
cresterea preturilor pe piata interna la carne si produ-
se din carne. In primul trimestru al anului 2008, con-
form datelor Biroului National de Statisticd, pretul la
carne a crescut, in medie, cu 40-45%.

Reducerea volumului exportului a fost motivata
prin diminuarea cresterii animalelor, care, la randul
sau, fusese cauzata de majorarea cheltuielilor prileju-
ite de intretinerea animalelor, deoarece o parte esen-
tiald de nutreturi se importa. In 2008, fabricarea nu-
treturilor gata pentru animale a scazut cu 17,4% fata
de anul precedent, rata de acoperire alcatuind 79,3%
(tabelul 2), cu toate ca in perioada precedenta expor-
tul depasea importul.

Analiza efectuata arata ca R. Moldova, din tard ex-
portatoare de legume si fructe, devenise tara importa-
toare. Legumele, precum castravetii, rosiile, se importa,
preponderent, din Turcia, Polonia, Olanda, iar merele,
varza, sfecla, morcovul se importg, in temei, din Polonia,
Olanda, Belarus. Fructele se importa, mai cu seama, din
Turcia, Grecia, iar sucurile din fructe — din Ucraina, Rusia.

Solutionarea problemelor enumerate nu este po-
sibila decat cu conditia ca statul va promova o politi-
ca eficienta de sustinere a producdtorului autohton,
care nu se va limita la acordarea ajutorului banesc in
marime de 200 lei/1 ha. Trebuie dezvoltat sectorul
real. In acest scop, statul urmeaza sa acorde subventii
sau sa-i scuteasca de plata impozitului pe 2-3 ani pe
intreprinzatorii care creeaza noi locuri de munca sau
produc marfuri pentru export. In plus, este necesar ca
statul sa micsoreze impozitul pe venit pana la 10%,
TVA - pana la 15%, sa scada taxa vamala. Astfel, va
iesi din circulatia subterana o mare parte de marfuri.

An appearance of trade balance deficit of food-
stuffs is the result of some factors. First, it is a con-
sequence of the deed that domestic products of
foodstuffs covers just 64% from consumption on the
internal market of this kind of products, in defiance of

i fact that Moldova is an agrarian country.

Another reason is essential disparity at the sec-
ond (meat and other edible organs) and the six-
teenth (products from meat, fish, crustacean, mol-
lusk and other aquatic non-vertebrate) categories of
products according to the Harmonious System. Ex-

i port-import ratio of meat made 3,86% in 2008, com-
i pared to 30,11% in 2007. This deviation was caused

by doubled an increase of imports and by trebled a
decrease of exports.

The major importable item of meat was poultry,
because it is cheaper. This product was imported

i from Belgium, Holland, Germany. The increase of im-
ports of this commodity brought significant growth
i of price for meat and products of meat on the do-

mestic market. According to The National Bureau of
Statistics of the RM, the price rose in medium with 40-
45% in the first quarter of 2008.

The decrease of exports was caused by a reduc-

i tion in animal breeding, which was caused by the
i rise of expenditures on animal breeding, because an

essential part of fodder was imported. In 2008 pro-
duction of fodder for animals reduced by 17,4% in
comparison to previous year and export-import ratio
consisted 79,3% (table 2), in spite of exports out-pass-

i ing by imports in previous years.

This analysis shows that Moldova transforms from
an exporter of vegetables and fruits into an importer.
The origins of major imports of vegetables, such as
cucumbers, tomatoes, are Turkey, Poland, Holland,
but of apples, cabbages, beets, carrots are as follows:

i Poland, Holland, Belarus. Fruits are imported preva-
lent from Turkey, Greece, but juice of fruit - from

Ukraine, Russia.

All these problems could be resolved, just in case,
when the state would carry out effective policy, which
wouldn’t be limited with government grant in sum of
200 leis per hectare. It is necessary to develop real

sector, with this purpose the state has to grant sub-
i ventions or to release producers, which create new

working places or produce goods for export, from tax
for 2-3 years.

exports of commodities of section Il “Vegetable
products” (figure 1).

Major exportable items of the Republic of Moldo-
va to European countries are nuts, oil of sunflower,
seeds of maize, seeds of sunflower, dried fruits, preva-
lent dried plums, waste of milling products, apples.
In Romania apples from Moldova were used in apple
juice production, and seeds of sunflower - in frying
seeds, then these goods were exported to Moldova.
Thus, Romanian producers gained supplementary in-
come using Moldovan raw material to produce wares
which could be made in our country. A rational state
exports final products but doesn't export raw mate-
rial. For improving the situation in foreign trade, it
is necessary to take measures to produce goods in
Moldova which substitute imported goods.

In the Republic of Moldova exists potential to in-
crease production of ethereal oil. Selling price of dif-

i ferent ethereal oils on foreign market is high, so it is
i convenient to produce and export this commodity.

In reported period Moldova continues to import such
kind of ware, because volume of production doesn’t
satisfy domestic needs.

Analysis of geographical structure of imports of
foodstuffs in 2008 showed that the biggest propor-
tion in imports of products from section IV “Food,
beverages and tobacco” and section Il “Animal or
vegetable fats and oils” was registered by the CIS
countries (figure 2).

An urgent problem of the Republic of Moldova

drinks and vinegar” (63,1%), “cereals” (59,1%), “prod-

The size of taxes for water pollution should be influenced,
especially by the volume and toxicity of pollutants. According to
the in force legislation, regional normative payments for water
pollution vary depending on the water assurance, category of
functional-hierarchical regions and the specific branch of ad-
ministration units.
