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EVALUAREA RISCULUI DE SARACIE
A GOSPODARIILOR CASNICE CU COPII

Se evalueaza riscul de sardcie a gospodariilor casnice,
in functie de prezenta in ele a copiilor sub 18 ani si numarul
lor. Este calculat nivelul de saracie a gospodariilor casnice,
aflate in stare de sardcie temporard, de lunga durata i
persistentd. In articol se analizeazd impactul existentei
copiilor asupra duratei de aflare a gospodariilor casnice in
stare de sardacie. Se concuzioneazd, ca gospodariile casnice
cu copii constituie un grup vulnerabil din punct de vedere al
sardciei.

Cuvinte cheie: gospodariile casnice, nivelul de sardcie,
sardcie temporard, sdrdcie de lunga duratd, sardcie
persistentd

Saridcia actioneaza asupra copiilor altfel decat asupra
adultilor. Saracia nu numai inrdutiteste viata de zi cu zi a
copiilor, dar consecintele saraciei, adunandu-se, actioneaza
nefast si asupra viitorului lor. Existd o legaturd reciproca
intre saracie in copildrie si rezultatele slabe, obtinute la
instruirea acestor copii in scoald, sdnatatea lor precara, a
comportamentului antisocial §i criminal posibil, iar cand
Vor vi maturi — a unui salariu mic, somaj si dependenta pe
termen lung de asigurarea sociald. Investirea insuficienta in
dezvoltarea copiilor va continua transmiterea saraciei din
generatie In generatie si va contribui la fixarea in continuare
a inegalitatii existente.

In a. 2010 potrivit datelor Biroului National de Statistica
al Republicii Moldova in randul gospodariilor casnice (GC)
cu copii predominau gospodariile casnice cu 1 copil, familii
cu doi copii au fost semnificativ mai putine (Tabelul 1).
Gospodariile casnice cu trei sau mai multi copii in orase
erau de 11 ori mai putine, iar in sate — de trei ori mai putine
decét gospodariile casnice cu un copil.
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The risk of poverty of households, depending on the
presence of children under 18 years of age and their
number, is estimated in the article. The poverty level of
households in a state of temporary, prolonged and
persistent poverty has been calculated. The article
examines the impact of having children on the length of
households’ stay in poverty. It is concluded that
households with children form a vulnerable group in
terms of poverty.
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Poverty affects children differently than the adults.
Poverty not only makes the children’s daily life worse;
effects of poverty, being accumulated, affect detrimentally
on children’s future. There is a strong correlation between
poverty in childhood and unacceptable results obtained in
a school education of children, their poor health, the
possible criminal and antisocial behavior, and low wages,
unemployment and long-term dependence on social
maintenance in the adulthood. Lack of investment in
children’s cultivation will continue succession of poverty
from generation to generation and will further consolidate
the existing inequalities.

In 2010, according to the National Bureau of Statistics,
HHs with one child prevailed among the households (HHSs)
with children, but there were significantly less families with
two children in the Republic of Moldova (Table 1). The
number of HHs with three or more children was 11 times
less in urban area and three times less — in rural area,
compared with the number of households with one child.

In legdtura cu faptul ci copiii sunt persoane intretinute,
cresc necesitatile si cheltuielile gospodariilor casnice pentru
intretinerea lor: prezenta copiilor creste riscul de saricie
pentru el. in grupul gospodariilor casnice sirace gospodariile
casnice cu copii au constituit o parte destul de mare, aproape
de jumatate, In functie de durata aflarii in saracie. Ca regula,
prezenta copiilor minori in familie implicd limitarea

Due to the fact that children are dependants, needs
and expenses of the household for their maintenance
grow: the presence of children increases the risk of HH’s
poverty. In the group of poor households, HHs with
children formed the large part, almost the half, depending
on the length of stay in poverty. As a rule, the presence of
minor children in the families entails the restriction of
employment opportunities for the mothers. Because of

de a avea grija de copii, mamele, in astfel de familii nu
lucreazd sau sunt ocupate in locuri de munca, care nu
necesita calificare si sunt prost platite. Prin urmare, prezenta
copiilor in gospodariile casnice creste riscul nu numai de a
cadea 1n sdracie, dar, de asemenea, de a rdmane in ea pe
termen lung.

Potrivit ultimilor studii efectuate in Republica Moldova,
S-a stabilit urmatoarea repartizare a gospodariilor casnice
sdrace cu durata lunga de sedere in saracie:

- gospodaria casnicd se afld 1n starea saraciei
temporare, daca aceasta: a) a fost saraca in cel putin un an
si b) a fost saraca in decursul a 2 ani, desi starea ,,saraciei” si
,.nesaraciei” succedeaza;

- gospodaria casnica a fost in starea saraciei de lunga
durati, in cazul in care aceasta: a) a fost saraca 2 ani la rand
si b) a fost saraca 3 ani;

- gospodaria casnicd a fost in saracie persistenta, daca
aceasta a fost saraca in decurs a 4 ani [2, p. 28].

Printre gospodariile casnice aflate in sardcie temporara,
au fost 33,3% din gospodariile casnice cu copii sub 18 ani,
apoi aflati in saracie timp de doi ani - deja 53,4%, adica de
1,6 ori mai multe (Figura 1). Sarace timp de 3 ani (saracie de
lunga duratd) au fost 41,5% din gospodariile casnice cu copii
sub varsta de 18 ani, sau cu 11,9 p.p. mai putine gospodarii
casnice sdrace 2 ani, dar mai multe cu 8,2 p.p., decit cele
aflate 1n sardcie temporard. Patru ani sdrace (saracie
persistentd) au fost 43,4% din gospodariile casnice cu copii
sub 18 ani, ceea ce este mai mult cu 10,1 p.p. decat ponderea
celor aflati in saracie temporara.

in structura saracilor pe parcursul a 1, 2, 3 ani,
gospodariile casnice cu doi copii au cea mai mare pondere:
47,1%, 50,0% si 41,2%, respectiv pe ani; gospodariile
casnice cu un singur copil, ocupa pozitia a doua si alcatuiesc
35,3%, 37,5% si 35,3%. Cu toate ca gospodariile casnice cu
un copil — de reguld, sunt gospodarii casnice cu o incarcitura
demografica favorabila, in care la un copil revine, cel putin,
un adult cu varsta aptd de muncd, printre gospodariile
casnice aflate in saricie persistentd ele constituie cea mai
mare pondere — 41,3 %.

Gospodariile casnice cu un numir mare de copii —
traditional sunt o categorie vulnerabild cu o incarcatura
demograficd nefavorabild, unde la un adult cu varsta apta de
muncd pot reveni cativa copii. Familiile numeroase ajung
sdrace, nu numai in urma sarcinii de intretinere inalte, dar si
in legatura cu pozitia vulnerabild pe piata fortei de munca.
Deoarece numarul mare de copii in familie, ca regula,
determind plecarea femeilor-mame din campul de lucru, ceea
ce la randul sau, agraveaza situatia materiald a gospodariilor
casnice cu multi copii. Aceastad categorie de gospodarii
casnice este micd: ponderea lor printre toate gospodariile
casnice din Moldova in a. 2010 a constituit 4,2%, de aceea si
in esantionul GC cu copii au nimerit mai putine din ele,
comparativ cu gospodariile casnice cu unul sau doi copii
(Tabelul 1). Procentul gospodariilor casnice cu trei sau mai
multi copii printre cei cdzuti in saracie timp de un an a
alcituit 17,6%, doi ani sdraci au fost 12,5%, trei ani — 23,5%,
si patru ani saraci au fost 23,9%.

the necessity to care for children, mothers in such
families do not work or are employed in unskilled and
low-paid jobs. Therefore, the presence of children in the
household increases the risk not only to fall into poverty,
but to prolong a stay in it.

According to a recent research carried out in
Moldova, the following distribution of poor households
by length of stay in poverty is established:

- household was regarded to be in a state of the
temporary poverty, if: a) it was poor during one year, or
b) it was poor during two years, but a state of "poverty"
and "non-poverty" alternated each year;

- household was regarded to be in a state of the
prolonged poverty, if: a) it was poor during two years
running or b) it was poor for 3 years;

- household was regarded to be in a state of the
persistent poverty, if it was poor for 4 years
[2, p. 28].

Among the households in a temporary poverty, HHs
with children under 18 years made 33.3%; but among
those in a two years poverty — 53.4%, i.e. 1.6 times
greater (Figure 1). Among HHs being poor during three
years (prolonged poverty), 41.5% belonged to HHs with
children under 18 years of age, that is 11.9 p.p. less than
among those poor for 2 years, but 8.2 p.p. more than
those staying in a temporary poverty. Among HHs of
four years poverty (persistent poverty), HHs with
children under the age of 18 made 43.4%, that is 10.1 p.p.
more than those staying in temporary poverty.

Within the structure of the households, poor for 1, 2
or 3 years, households with two children make up the
largest share: 47.1%, 50.0% and 41.2% respectively;
HHs with one child occupy the second position and make
up 35.3%, 37.5% and 35.3% respectively. Despite the
fact that the HH with one child is usually a household
with a favorable demographic load, i.e. at least one able-
bodied adult falls on one child, such HHs form the largest
share (41.3%) in the total number of households, staying
in a persistent poverty.

Households with many children form the traditionally
vulnerable category with unfavorable demographic load,
where one able-bodied adult may fall on several children.
Large families become poor, not only because of the high
dependant load, but also due to vulnerability on the labor
market. Indeed, a large number of children in the family
usually results in withdrawal of mothers from the work
that in turn exacerbates the financial situation of
households with many children. This category of
households is small in number: its proportion amounted
to 4.2% of all households in Moldova in 2010, so the
sample of poor households with children includes less
HHs with many children compared with HHs with one or
two children (Table 1). The share of households with
three or more children in a number of HHSs, fallen into
poverty for one year was 17.6%, for two years — 12.5%,
for three years — 23.5% and for four years 23.9% were
poor.

La analizarea repartizarii gospodariilor casnice cu
copii dupa durata aflirii lor in siracie, s-a observat o
crestere semnificativi a numarului lor printre cei saraci
persistent, comparativ cu cei aflati in siricie temporari,
indiferent de numarul copiilor in componenta gospodairiei
casnice. in acelasi timp cel mai mare risc de aflare in sricie
persistenta timp de 4 ani — gospodariile casnice sarace, in
componenta cidrora erau 1 sau 3 si mai multi copii. Asa,
printre gospodariile casnice sdrace cu un singur copil, 51,4%,
deci mai mult de jumatate din numarul lor, se aflau in sdracie
4 ani, in timp ce pe parcursul 1 an, 2 ani §i 3 ani — 16,2% (sau
fiecare a sasea gospodarie casnicd) (Figura 2). Si mai mare a
fost ponderea gospodariilor casnice aflate in saracie 4 ani, in
componenta carora sunt 3 sau mai multi copii. Mai mult de
jumatate din numarul lor (55,0%) se aflau in saracie 4 ani, in
timp ce doar fiecare a saptea (15,0%) gospodarie casnice era
saraca 1 an, fiecare a zecea se afla in saracie 2 ani (10,0%) si
fiecare a cincia ( 20,0%) — 3 ani. In ceea ce priveste
gospodariile casnice cu doi copii, la ele in saracie persistenta
se aflau semnificativ mai multe gospodarii casnice decat cele
in saracie temporard: fiecare a doua gospodarie casnica
(41,0%) era saracd pe parcursul a 4 ani, in timp ce pe
parcursul a unui an — numai fiecare a cincia gospodarie
casnica (20,5%). Acelasi numar de gospodarii casnice se afla
in saracie pe o durata de 2 ani, si in saracie pe o durata de trei
ani — fiecare a sasea gospodarie casnica (17,9%).

Astfel, in gospodariile casnice cu un singur copil ponderea

In analysis of distribution of households
with children by the duration of their stay in poverty,
it was revealed a significant increase of the
persistently poor HHs’ number compared with those
temporarily poor, regardless of the number of children
in the household. The greatest risk of a persistent poverty
of 4 years duration is incurred by poor households with 1
or 3 and more children. Thus, 51.4% of poor households
with one child, i.e. more than a half, were in poverty stay
for 4 years; while 16.2% (or every sixth HH) — for 1, 2
and 3 years (Figure 2). The share of households with 3 or
more children, being in a stay of poverty for 4 years was
even greater. More than half of them (55.0%) were in
poverty for four years, while only every seventh (15.0%)
HH was poor for 1 year, one in ten were in poverty for 2
years (10.0%) and every fifth (20.0%) — for 3 years.
As for households with two children, a significantly
larger share of them was in persistent poverty
compared with those in temporary poverty: every second
HH (41.0%) was poor for four years, while only
one in five was the poor during one year (20.5%).
The same number of households was in poverty for 2
years, and every sixth HH (17.9%) - in three years
poverty.

Thus, among households with one child, the
number of HHs, poor for four years was 3.2 times
greater than those, poor for one year; among households

saracilor un an. In gospodariile casnice cu doi copii — era mai
mare de 2 ori, iar in gospodariile casnice cu trei copii — de 3,7
(Figura 2). In plus, ponderea saracilor pe parcursul a patru ani
in gospodariile casnice cu trei §i mai multi copii era mai mare
decat in gospodariile casnice cu doi, sau cu un copil.

among households with three children — 3.7 times greater
(Figure 2). Moreover, the share of HHs, poor for four
years was higher in the group of households with
three or more children, compared with HHs with two or
one child.

Cel mai raspandit tip de gospodarii casnice cu copii
printre sdraci temporar — sunt familiile nucleu, formate din
parinti si copiii lor (47,1%), precum si familiile largite,
formate din reprezentanti ai mai multor generatii (47,1%)
(Tabelul 2). Printre cuplurile familiale cu copii cel mai inalt
risc de saracie se deosebesc familiile tinere, atunci cand apare
copilul se reduce brusc asigurarea materiald familiei. Aceasta
se datoreaza dublei sarcini asupra tatalui care lucreaza,
deoarece aparitia copilului duce la pardsirea mamei a
activitatii sale profesionale active, cel putin pe 1,5/3 ani de
concediu oficial platit. Marimea indemnizatiilor pentru
ingrijirea copilului nu poate compensa lipsa veniturilor femeii
in bugetul familie. De aceea multe familii tinere beneficiaza
de sprijinul material al rudelor, sau locuiesc cu parintii lor,
vazand in aceasta o posibilitate suplimentara de a depasi
dificultatile economice in crestere prin reducerea costurilor
pentru locuintd si alte cheltuieli in urma majorarii marimii
gospodariei casnice. In studiile statistice astfel de gospodarii
casnice se introduc in ,alte gospodarii casnice cu copii”.
Anume acest tip de gospodarii casnice predomind in toate
perioadele de sdrdcie in structura gospodariilor casnice
sarace: printre sarace 1 an ponderea lor a fost de 47,1%, 2 ani
—62,5%, trei ani — 52,9%, patru ani — 60,9%.

Traditional este primit de a considera cd gospodariile
casnice, formate dintr-un singur périnte cu un copil, se
expune unui risc mai mare de sdracie, decat alte tipuri de
gospodarii casnice cu copii. Motivele evidente ale acestei
situatii — pierderea venitului si instabilitatea situatiei
materiale Tn urma divortului sau decesului unuia din parinti,
ramas, nivel scazut de sprijin economic din partea statului,
si ca rezultat — caderea in stare de saracie. Cu toate acestea,
conform datelor Cercetarii Bugetelor Gospodariilor
Casnice, ponderea a astfel de gospodarii casnice in randul
gospodariilor sarace temporar a fost mic - 5,9%, iar printre
cele sarace persistent a scazut cu 1,6 n. n. (4,3%).

The most common type of households with children
among those temporarily poor is presented by nuclear
families, consisted of parents and their children (47.1%),
as well as extended families, consisted of representatives
of several generations (47,1%) (Table 2). Among married
couples with children, young families have an increased
risk of poverty, as a baby’s birth dramatically reduces the
financial security of the family. This is due to a double
burden on the working father, as the baby’s birth entails
mother’s leaving of active professional work for, at least,
1.5/ 3 years of the officially paid leave. The payment for
child care cannot compensate for the lack of earnings of
women in the family budget. So, many young families
enjoy the material support of their relatives, or live with
their parents, seeing it as a further opportunity to
overcome the growing economic difficulties by reducing
housing costs and other costs by increasing the size of the
household. In statistical studies, these households belong
to the "other HH with children". This is the type of
households prevailed in all periods of poverty in the
structure in poor households: their share was 47.1%
among the poor of 1 year, 62.5% - 2 years, 52.9% - three
years, 60.9% - four years.

Traditionally it is assumed that households
consisting of a single parent with a child are at greater
risk of poverty than other types of households
with children. Obvious reasons for this are the loss of
income and unstable financial situation due to divorce or
death of a parent, lack of income opportunities for the
remaining parent, low level of economic support from the
state, and as a result — getting into a state of poverty.
However, according to the household budget survey, the
proportion of such households among those
temporarily poor was small - 5.9%, but among those
persistently poor has even decreased by 1.6 percentage
points (4.3%).

Pentru a intelege mai bine aceste rezultate, este necesar
de a analiza cauzele lipsei parintelui. O astfel de cauza ar
putea nu numai moartea sau divortul si traiul separat, dar si
migratia pentru lucru a unui din soti. De aceea cand absenta
parintelui se datoreaza migratiei, probabilitatea de a trdi in
sdracie pentru o astfel de gospodarie casnicd este mai mica,
decat pentru gospodariile casnice fara migranti, cu conditia
pastrarii unei legaturi stranse a celui plecat cu familia
ramasa. Acest lucru indica faptul ca remitentele primite de
catre un membru al familiei care locuiesc in strainatate,
ajuta restul gospodariilor (si in special a familiilor cu un
singur parinte) nu se incadreaza in saricie sau de saricie. in
plus, un parinte singur cu un copil care locuieste intr-un
orag mare sau mic, are mai multe oportunitati de locuri de
muncd, sau pentru a gasi venituri suplimentare.

Pe langa aceasta trebuie de mentionat, ca parintele
ramas singur cu copii dupa divort prefera destul de des
treaca cu traiul la parinti sau la alte rude, alegdnd acest tip
de locuire ca un mijloc de invingere a greutatilor, crescand
astfel numarul ,,altor gospodarii casnice cu copii”, care se
afla In saracie. Nicio gospodarie casnica, formata dintr-un
parinte solitar cu copii, nu a nimerit in categoria de saraci
in orasele mari si mici.

Repartizarea diferitor tipuri de gospodarii casnice cu
copii pe parcursul afldrii In sardcie aratd, cd ponderea
gospodariilor casnice aflate in saracie persistentd, depasea
ponderea de aflare in sdracie temporard pentru toate tipurile
de gospodidrii casnice (Figura 3). Asa in gospodariile
casnice, formate dintr-un cuplu familial cu copii, ponderea
celor aflati In saracie persistentd depasea de 2 ori ponderea,
celor aflati in siricie temporara. In gospodariile casnice,
formate dintr-un parinte singur cu copii, depasirea a fost la
fel de 2 ori. In alte gospodarii casnice cu copii a fost chiar si
mai mare — de 3,5 ori. In gospodiriile casnice, formate
dintr-un parinte singur cu copii, {i in alte gospodarii casnice
cu copii jumatate din numarul lor se afla in saricie
persistenta.

For better understanding of these results, it is
necessary to analyze the reasons for the absence of a
parent. Any reason may not be the only death or divorce
and separation, but also labor migration of one of the
spouses. Therefore, the absence of a parent due to
migration makes the probability of a household’s living in
poverty lower than for households without migrants, on
the assumption of maintaining strong ties of person who
left with the rest of his/her family. This indicates that
remittances received by a household from a member
living abroad help the remaining households (particularly
families with a single parent) not to fall into poverty or
break out from the poverty. In addition, a single parent
with a child living in a city or town has more
opportunities of job placement or additional income.

In addition, it should be noted that quite often parent
with children, remaining single after the divorce prefer to
go to live with their parents or other relatives, choosing
this type of accommodation as a means of coping and thus
increasing the amount of "Other HHs with children” being
in poverty. None of the households consisting of a single
parent with children did not fall into the category of the
poor in cities and towns.

The distribution of different types of households with
children by duration of stay in poverty shows that the
proportion of households in persistent poverty was higher
than the share of those staying in a temporary poverty
among all types of households (Figure 3). So the share of
households consisting of a couple with children being in
persistent poverty exceeded 2 times the share of those
staying in temporary poverty. Among households
consisting of a single parent with children, the excess
was 2 times as well. Other households with children
had an even greater excess of 3.5 times. A half of
households consisting of a single parent with children and
other households with children were in persistent
poverty.

Concluzii. Gospodariile casnice cu copii constituie un
grup vulnerabil din punct de vedere a saraciei. Cum a aratat
analiza, cresterea numdrului de copii ridicdi moderat
probabilitatea intrdrii gospodariilor cashice 1in siracie
temporara si, respectiv, reduce moderat probabilitatea iesirii
lor din aceasta stare. Pentru starea saraciei de lunga durata
este caracteristic cel mai mare grad al impactului numarului
de copii al gospodariilor asupra probabilitatii de intrare in
sardcia de lungd durata (respectiv — si cel mai mare grad de
influenta a numarului de copii asupra reducerii probabilitatii
iesirii din saricia de lungd durati). In acelasi timp, cu cat
mai multi copii sunt in gospodariile casnice, cu atit mai
clard se manifesta aceasta tendintd. Cresterea numarului de
copii in gospodariile casnice ridica probabilitatea intrarii in
saridcie persistenta si, respectiv, reduce probabilitatea de a
iesi din ea. Totusi, gradul acestei cresteri / scaderi nu este

Thus, among all types of households with children,
the share of households that fall into persistent poverty
was much higher than the share of those staying in
temporary poverty.

Conclusions. Households with children constitute a
vulnerable group in terms of poverty. The analysis shows
that an increase in the number of children raises
moderately the probability of occurrence of households in
a temporary poverty and, consequently, reduces the
likelihood of their exit from this state. The state of
prolonged poverty is characterized by the greatest degree
of the influence of the number of children on the
likelihood of households’ entering in poverty (and
respectively, the greatest degree of lowering effect on the
number of children on likelihood of households’ leaving
the poverty). At the same time, more children are in the
household; the more pronounced this tendency is. The
increase of the number of children in the household raises
the probability of fall into the persistent poverty and,
consequently, reduces the likelihood of getting out of it.
However, the degree of such raising / reducing is not so
essential, as for both temporary and prolonged poverty.
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
